Membership

The Recommendations Committee will be composed of three (3) members. One (1) Chairperson and (1) Member at Large appointed by the board of directors. The third member will be elected by the general membership.  The Association Booking Agent-Assignor and a Board Liaison (both non-voting members) will complete the committee. Any ECBOA member in good standings who is not currently a member of the board of directors will be eligible be nominated and elected to the committee. The chairperson of the recommendation committee will announce at the first general ECBOA meeting the availability of the one (1) open position on the committee. Members will be asked to nominate or volunteer themselves for the position. The election to the Recommendations Committee will take place at the next general scheduled meeting. The one (1) member that receives the highest numbers of votes will be appointed to the committee for the current season.

Duties & Responsibilities

The primary responsibility of the Recommendation Committee will be to select ECBOA members to be considered by the FHSAA for assignment to the State Series contest. All ECBOA members in good standing who have met all FHSAA requirements and ECBOA qualifications set forth by the Board of Directors will be eligible for consideration and recommendation by the committee. The Recommendations list of crews which will be sent to the FHSAA for consideration for both the Girls and Boys State Series will be published to all members by the third Wednesday of December. Other duties of this committee include the selection of ECBOA members for assignments to officiate all local tournaments. Local tournaments are to include contest within Palm Beach County Public and Private High Schools that are sanctioned by FHSAA and Palm Beach County School Board and serviced by ECBOA.

Qualifications

ECBOA members must meet all requirements of the FHSAA and must be a member in good standings of the ECBOA. The committee will assign a maximum of twelve (12) crews each for the Boys and Girls state series contests. Any official that was assigned-worked either a State Semi-Final or State Finale contest Boys or Girls the previous year will be ineligible for placement on the number one crew the following year.

To be eligible for selection to the FHSAA State Series contest; ECBOA members must meet the following ECBOA qualifications.

1) Have attended a minimum of at least three (3) meetings before the Recommendations Committee final selection which will take place the third (3rd) Monday of December.

2) Have worked a minimum of six (6) Boys or Girls contests for ECBOA prior to the third (3rd) Monday of December.

3) Have not turned-back a maximum of two (2) contests before the Recommendation Committee meets the third (3rd) Monday of December.

4) Has worked a minimum of one (1) JV contest before the Recommendations Committee meets the third (3rd) Monday of December.

5) All officials selected for the Girls State Series crews must have worked a minimum of four (4) girls contests before the recommendations Committee meets the third (3rd) Monday of December.

Selection – Approval

The recommendation Committee selections for the State Series of officials and their crew assignments will be published to all ECBOA members by the third (3rd) Wednesday of December. The recommendation Committee will first present their recommendations to the board of directors for review-discussion. The Recommendations Committee will publish their recommendations which will be made available to all members in writing, email or on the ECBOA website. The recommendations Committee crew lists for both Boys and Girls will be signed by the chairperson and sent to FHSAA for consideration-selection. 

ECBOA Local Tournament Policy

No ECBOA member may officiate any local tournament without the expressed permission of the ECBOA Board of Directors. No ECBOA member may solicit, accept, or commit to any assignment to officiate any local tournament without the expressed permission of the ECBOA Board of Directors. All local tournaments directors may request and summit in writing; a list of preferred officials that they may request to officiate their tournaments. This list will be approved without exception if submitted to the ECBOA Board of Directors in a timely manner. The failure of any ECBOA member to receive permission to officiate in one of these local tournaments will result in their immediate suspension from ECBOA and termination of all assigned contest until resolved by a meeting with the Grievance Committee and the approval of the Board of Directors. 
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
